Comments:  Chairman Settles asked the committee members to review the minutes and if they had any changes to be made.  As there were none, he then asked for a motion to approve the minutes.  They were approved unanimously.

Discussion Topic:  Review of Project Scores

Comments:  Mr. Malham began by asking the committee to review the list of priorities and explained how they were determined.  He then asked them if they had any changes that they would like to be made.

Judge Watts asked for an explanation of the numbers listed under the “New Priority” column on the priority list.  Mr. Malham explained that they were the scores as determined by the criteria approved by the committee in February.  He further noted that bonus points were added to scores based on the ranking forms collected during the public meetings and not according to committee agreement as originally planned.

Judge Watts asked that two Nelson County projects be reversed on the list.  There was not any opposition to this.  Judge Settles and Judge Mattingly noted that there were several projects that would not be viable once other projects were completed and asked that these projects be moved down to the Low priority list.  

Judge Settles asked for an explanation regarding the placement of Washington County’s top 5 projects.  Mr. Malham explained that it was simply because of their scores but that this could be changed based upon decisions made by the committee.  Other projects were noted that were not on the High priority list but on the respective county top 5 list.  

Mr. Harrell noted that there may have been confusion about the agreed upon Grayson County top 5.  Mr. Hornbeck explained that some of the projects were taken off the UPL because they were already on the 6YP, segmented into other projects, or going to be constructed based upon a county agreement.

Mr. Hall and Judge Watts noted that in the past projects were ranked based on agreements made amongst the Judges.  Mr. Malham explained that changes to the list could be and are encouraged to be made to the list based on county needs.

Mr. Hornbeck explained that a better course of action would be to first determine priorities and then rank the projects.

Changes were made to the list according to recommendations from the committee.

Questions arose as to how the projects would be ranked.  A decision was made to rank the top 25 projects according to county priorities with the first 6 projects being number 1 priorities, the next 6 projects that were number 2 prioritis, and so on.  Mr. Hornbeck stated that there would not be much discrimination against a number 1 versus a number 10 project on the list.  

Mr. Hall noted that because of the 1/3 division of cost principle, all of the projects may not be able to be High priorities and asked if there were projects on the county top 5 lists that could be moved if necessary.  Several projects were noted that could be moved if necessary.  

Mr. Malham asked if there were any changes to each county’s top 5 list.  Other changes were noted.
